Minutes from GAO, CSFL, and Alumnae held October 9, 2010.

The GAO and Center for Fraternity and Sorority Life meeting October 9, 2010 was opened by GAO President Doug Thomas at 9:30 a.m.

Doug welcomed all those attending.  Introductions were made.

Doug stated we are now exhibiting a clear and positive picture on the mission, vision and values of the Greek community.  We are working to re-engage Greek Alumnae.  Our next step is to establish Key Performance Indicators (KPI’s), in the areas of grades, philanthropy involvement, and programming.  We would like to measure each semester and publicize positive results.
Anita Cory discussed the positive communication about the Greek Community and the positive acceptance of the media.  She then introduced the new staff of the CFSL.

Jamie Harrison (Assistant Director of CSFL) discussed the upcoming programs.  She reported that Freshman Housing report will be updated to make reporting easier.  She stated that the Greek Community grade report has improved.  Jamie also talked about the new web program, Greek Org for the Greek community and its benefits to the students.
The Greek council update was given by Liz Boss.  Liz stated that the freshman girl recruitment class had increased over previous year.  Panhellenic is now looking at raising house totals to 115.  The Hazing Prevention Week was a campus wide success.

The Interfraternity Council reported they were working for a more visible, positive, involved fraternity member. Anita stated they would like to grow fraternity numbers to 100 members for each fraternity.

The United Greek council President Stephanie Garcia reported they were the cultural based groups on campus.

Greek Alumnae engagement was discussed.  Volunteer contact lists by organization had been posted.  The assembly was asked to update lists with potential Alumnae volunteers.

The creation of a Greek Endowed Fund was discussed.  This fund could be established with donations of $25,000.  The fund could be used to support the CFSL office and offer scholarships to send candidates to Greek Leadership conferences.

The meeting was adjourned.
